In reference to GACA’s Circular, no.
256/5/20100, dated 05 June 2017, regarding the
ban of all Qatari air carriers and state/government
aircraft from landing in the Airports of the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia or overflying its
Airspace, specifically item (4) of the circular,
which states:

“All none Saudi or Qatari registered air operators
and aircraft willing to use the airspace of the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia to/from the State of
Qatar should communicate within one week with
the following contacts to obtain necessary
requirements for the continuation to overfly the
Saudi airspace.

Based on this GACA clarifies the following:

1. GACA continue to authorize the overflying of
the airspace of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia
to and from the State of Qatar for scheduled
flights of foreign aircraft not registered in
Saudi Arabia and the State of Qatar.

2. .For the overflying of the airspace of the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia for private and
charter aircraft, a prior request must be
submitted to the above contacts no less than
(24) hours, including a list of names and
nationalities of the crew and passengers
onboard, as well as type of the shipment
onboard.
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
